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What we included in our Maths Tool 
Kit

We prepared a tool kit for each student at the 
beginning of the year with the following items
• Number line
• Number chart
• Ten frames
• Number cards 0 – 30
• 2 dice
• Counting sticks
• Counters



We added other things along the year.
• Tangrams
• Small purse with coins
• Clock
• Seasons and months wheel
• Days of the week wheel



The following are some examples of how the Maths 
Tool Kit was used during the lessons.

Counting sticks were used for:

• numbers up to 20
• tens and ones
• number bonds to 10 and to 20
• counting in 2s and 3s



The ten frames were used for:

• Making up 10 and 20
• Tens and ones
• Bridging to 10 and 20



The counters were used for:
• Symmetry
• Number bonds
• Odd and even numbers



The purse was used for recognition and sorting of 
coins



It was also used for shopping in the classroom and
outside the school. (Maths at the greengrocer’s)

The clock, the days of the week and the seasons 
wheel
